XMAS MORNING - OPERA HOUSE ROW - SANTA'S  SPRINT

Each year we invite ALL interested members to join us in a very unusual Xmas morning row to the Sydney Opera House to participate in Santa's Sprint from the Opera House to the Harbour Bridge - with the Sydney rowing community.   Anyone interested in participating in the club's annual Xmas Morning row to the Sydney Opera House should add your name to the list on the NOTICE BOARD in the clubhouse. NOTE: Coxswains are needed for the sweep oared boats. 

Crews are generally made up from scratch but if you have a crew willing to participate - add all names /details to the LIST. We usually send an eight or two and sometimes one or more quads depending on who (actually) turns up. If you are a competent rower you may take a double or single scull (but it is a long row there and back). A club tinnie or two will escort the boats out and back for safety and to take the odd camera operator (and mind the Xmas drinks, cake and lollies and nuts - provided by you - the rowers to consume at the gathering of boats at the Opera House when wishing all other rowers the Complements of the Season & Merry Xmas etc). 

This is the only occasion that the NSW Maritime Authority will allow rowing craft under the Harbour Bridge. 

All crews should be at the clubhouse and ready to boat at 5.30 am and to row by 6.00 am  . We will always be a bit late but we must get to the Opera House by 6.30 – 7.00 am  - to meet up with the other rowers from most of the harbour clubs and some schools and Uni's and share the Xmas spirit and cheer. 

The Santa's Sprint - race off - from the Opera House to the Harbour Bridge will begin at about 7.00 to 7.15 am - so we MUST be there well beforehand. 

It is always a great way to start Christmas Day (wet or dry) celebrating with your club mates and rowing colleagues from the other Sydney clubs etc.  On the row back try singing Xmas Carols – Yeah !
